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A Word from the Pastor
Dearly beloved in Christ,

Greetings to you in the most
precious name of our Lord and
saviour Jesus Christ.

By the grace of God, we have
entered into the second month
of 2011. Last month, our
meditations were based on the
theme “God’s family”. This
month, we are planning to have
“Discipleship” as the main theme.
It will enable us to prepare for
the ‘Lenten’ season next month.
May the Lord bless us
abundantly so that we witness
unto him in our spiritual journey.

Discipleship comes from the
word “discipline” and it denotes
the one who follows or trains in
an orderly way of life. The word
“discipline” is not new to the
Methodist people. The founding
fathers of the Methodist church,
the Wesleyan brothers, were
famous for their systematic
teaching or methodical teaching
and that’s why people called
them “The Methodists”.

The Prologue …

If we could look back in time, most of us have
been Christians ever since we understood what
religion is all about. Our parents have been keen to teach us say “JESUS” when we
first began to speak as a little child. Right from childhood, even till today – We have
been attending the Church, reading the Bible and praying to GOD. What fascinates me
is the fact that – we have never been bored of GOD. If you like a movie , a dish or
a play, though you may like it the most, you still will get bored after watching it or
eating it multiple times. But there is something so special about our “LORD JESUS”,
that makes sure we run back to him again and again. Is it not interesting that we have
never been bored of GOD?

Among the many facets of HIS glorious nature, let’s meditate on one of his supernatural
quality, which has always inspired me ever since I know him.

The Wounded “YOU” …

The book of II Kings 5th chapter begins with an interesting verse which describes a
mighty warrior and leader named Naaman.

Now Naaman, captain of the host of the king of Syria, was a great man with his
master, and honourable, because by him the LORD had given deliverance unto Syria:
he was also a mighty man in valour, BUT he was a leper – II Kings 5:1 (KJV)

Dear Friends – Did you notice the highlighted “BUT” in the above verse? Though
Naaman was a great man, “BUT” he still had a “VOID”, an incompleteness in his Life
which ONLY GOD could fill up.

Just like Naaman, we all have a “VOID” in our lives, an incompleteness which ONLY
GOD can fill. GOD is the inescapable part of our life and we are incomplete without
HIM. Most of the times in Life, we are wounded – mentally, physically and spiritually-
by this hurting world. Though we pretend to look stronger, we are hurt within and have
bottled up all our sorrow for ourselves. And when we are hurt – all that we need is
a loving Companion, a set of caring hands and a shoulder on which we can lean down
and pour out ourselves.

I saw a little kid playing around his mother. The kid was running around with all
excitement and the mother watching the kid with all the joy. Suddenly the kid fell down
and bruised his arm. He got up and looked towards his mother. He was hurt. The
moment his mother stretched out her arms, he ran into her and then began to cry.
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This is exactly what happens to you and me when we come to meet up our LORD
JESUS CHRIST. We run into his arms and it becomes so difficult to stop our tears
rolling down our cheek. Do you now understand, why tears roll down our cheeks
when we meet our beloved LORD JESUS? Because is HE is that invisible comforter,
who has always embraced us when we were weary and tired of Life.

The Loving “Comforter”…
The Living Bible declares us the eternal comforter -

But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name,
he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever
I have said unto you.
