C. belly and thighs of brass  D. Legs of iron, and feet part of iron and part of clay.

Once Nebuchadnezzar heard that Daniel truly knew the dream, he was convinced that Daniel also had the interpretation. 

V.36 -38-- Babylonian Empire. The head of gold is Nebuchadnezzar or the Babylonian Empire. Isaiah 13:19; 14:4 , Jeremiah 51:7 , Revelation 18:16. Babylon ruled the world from 606 B.C. to 538 B.C. 

Why did Daniel address him as king Of kings? Jesus is the King of kings

God has given : Though he called him as king of kings , Daniel told Nebuchadnezzar the only reason he had been successful in conquering people and nations was that He, God, had done it. Jer 28:14; Ezek. 30:25; Dan. 2:21 “...He removes kings and establishes kings..."
When we accomplish something we consider to be wonderful, we need to thank God for doing it through us. We need to give Him the credit.

V. 39 The chest And Arms Of Silver. That Medo-Persia is the second kingdom appears from Daniel 5:28 and Daniel 8:20. 2 Chronicles 36:20 , Isaiah 21:2. This prophecy was fulfilled in 539 BC when Cyrus, the king of Persia, and Darius, the king of Media, besieged Babylon. 
An Inferior Kingdom : Notice that Daniel calls it an inferior kingdom. it lacked the unity and structure of government that Babylon had. 
The Belly And Thighs Of Bronze : The third kingdom was, in the dream, the image's belly and thighs made of bronze. This kingdom was the Greek Empire, under Alexander the Great. The Greek Empire lasted from 330 BC to 63 BC.

V.40 - Here we find the fourth kingdom introduced. It was as strong as iron, for iron breaks and subdues all things and would break all the other metals before it.  Roman Empire.  
Each kingdom is made of stronger metals but God says each one is also inferior than the proceeding one. Strength and greatness are not the same as far as God is concerned.
